· Insurance 
· All competitors must have full insurance coverage for this competition and will be only allowed to compete in official ITF doboks and approved safety equipment: head guard, hand pads covering fingers, foot pads covering all toes and gum shield; all male competitors must wear a groin guard. 
·     Umpires (I to VI degree) 
· Umpires must attend the Umpires' meeting at 9:00 am and be available to umpire for the whole day. 
· All umpires must sign in and must attend the umpire meeting. 
· Umpires must wear an official Navy blue or black suit with a white shirt and tie or the tournament polo shirt.  
· For this event to run smoothly we require that every club send one senior black belt to officiate for every ten competitors. We would appreciate if senior colour belts could help. i.e. 1-7 competitors = 1 umpire, 8-14 competitors = 2 umpires, etc.
· Coaching  
· Dress code is sports attire, Track pants, T-Shirt, training shoes & Towel (no doboks, shorts or umpire attire will be permitted).
· Please inform your coaches regarding rules and regulations.  
·  To register your coaches, please complete the details required when registering your students, as with the umpires each coach will receive a pass allowing them entry into the competing arena.
· Clubs must meet the umpire to competitor ratio on each day they to receive coaching passes
· 1-15 competitors = 1 coach, 2-30 competitors = 2 coaches etc. Maximum of 1 coach per ring
· Photographers
· If a club wishes to have their own photographer present, you will be required to register him/her.
· Spectators
· There is no spectator fee for this event.
· Safety Equipment
· All competitors must have approved hand pads, foot pads, shin pads, gum shields and head guards. Males must also have a groin guard.

· First place medal, second place and joint third place Medals in each division unless otherwise stated. 
· Please note:
· Please be accurate on the entry form about height and weight, as this will aid in the accurate division of the sparring categories.
· Errors in sparring categories entries may be rectified on the day of the event at  the discretion of the Tournament committee, all changes are subject to a €10 fee, this fee must be paid before the change is made

· All competitors must wear a white Taekwon-Do uniform

· Compulsory Safety Gear:
The following safety gear is compulsory:
· ITF-style boots and open-hand gloves
· gum shield
· shin guards
· groin guard (males only, ladies optional)
· head guard
 Weight / Height Control
· There will be a weigh-in check on the morning of the event for all senior competitors and all height checks will be done at the beginning of sparring sections at ringside. Please be accurate on the entry form about height and weight, as this will aid in the precise division of the sparring categories.
· Rules for Sparring:
· Scores are to the head, chest and sides only. No contact is permitted to the back, neck or below the belt.
· Competitors shall be designated as red and blue. This will be indicated by appropriately coloured ribbons, provided for all competitors. This improves clarity for judges and for spectators.

· Warnings shall be awarded for:
Warnings will be assigned for the following offences:
· Pretending to have scored a point by raising one or both arms.
· Stepping completely out of the ring (both feet).
· Falling, whether intentional or not (it means any part of the body, other than the feet touching the ground).
· Faking a blow, pretending to be injured to gain an advantage.
· Intentionally avoiding sparring.
· Adjusting equipment during the bout without the consent of the Centre Referee.
· Unintentional attack to a target other than mentioned in art. T33.
The sum of three (3) warnings automatically means deducting one (1) point.

The referee may also impose a warning on a competitor if the conduct of their coach is inappropriate. 
Three warnings equal 1 minus point. 
· Disqualification
· Loss of temper.
· Insulting an opponent in any way.
· Biting, scratching.
· Attacking with the knee, elbow or forehead.

· One point will be deducted for the following offences:
· Attacking a fallen opponent.
· Attack to an illegal target with contact.
· Excessive contact.
· Leg sweeping.
· Holding/grabbing.
· Intentional attack to a target other than mentioned in art.
